CONFERENCE SIGN UP
Our second conferences for the Union Community Schools will be held next week on Tuesday, February 21
and Thursday, February 23. Conferences will be from 3:00-7:00 on both evenings.  There will also be a 2:15
dismissal on both of these days.  At the elementary, this time translates to a 2:25 dismissal for walkers/car
riders and 2:35 for bus students.  This will be followed by a no school day on Friday, February 24.
Parents received an email this past  Monday saying that they can now sign up for conferences using our
district's JMC management system at https://union.onlinejmc.com. You will use your JMC parent login as
you did to register your child for school in August.   The appointment times are set at 20 minute time slots
on the scheduler.   Conferences can last up to 15 minutes, with 5 minutes for teachers to transition to the
next scheduled conference.  All conferences will be held face to face, unless you email the teacher that you
would like it to be virtual.  They will then send you a googlemeet invite link prior to your conference time.
Please sign up by Friday, February 17.
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Since our teachers are encouraged to have ongoing communication with parents throughout the entire
school year, at the elementary level our spring conferences are considered optional. If you have no
concerns at this time, and your child’s teacher has not reached out to you to specifically schedule a
conference, it is not required to schedule one.  However, parents are always more than welcome to schedule
one, if you choose.  Our teachers are always happy to share and talk to parents about our students. Parents
also have the option to email the teacher with any questions and/or concerns.

LUNCH MONEY REMINDERS
Just a reminder to parents to add money to your child’s lunch account each month.   We are getting more
students running negative lunch balances.  The Union Community School Board Policy 710.4 is stated
below:
In accordance with state and federal law, the Union Community School District adopts the following policy to ensure
school district employees, families, and students have a shared understanding of expectations regarding meal charges.
The policy seeks to allow students to receive the nutrition they need to stay focused during the school day, prevent the
overt identification of students with insufficient funds to pay for school meals, and maintain the financial integrity of the
nonprofit school nutrition program.
Payment of Meals
Students do have use of a meal account.  When the balance reaches $-10.00 a student may charge no more than one (1)
meal to this account.  When an account reaches this limit, a student shall not be allowed to charge further meals or ala
carte items until the negative account balance is paid.  Parents or students can add money to their lunch accounts using
on-line system or pay at the student’s building of attendance.
